County Judge Hugh Gunn
and Deputy Sheriff Herman
Albury returned to the city yester-
day afternoon from Big Pine Key,
bringing with them the right hand
of  human being taken from the

stomach of a shark, which was
caught in a net one and one-half
miles off shore of Bahia Honda
bridge, Saturday last.

The right hand and wrist were
taken from the stomach of the large
sea monster by the men employed
in the shark fishing industry at Big
Pine Key. Only the hand, however,
was preserved by the manager.

The men also report the finding
of several picces of blue flanncl
cloth in the stomach of the fish.
Being unable to determine to which
sex the hand belongs, it has been
turned over to local

physicians for examination by the
county judge.

Ernest Shultz, who has made a
life study of the shark, and who is
employed at the Big Pine Key
camp, informed Judge Guan that
the shark from which the hand was
taken was a brown shark, and not
2 member of the man-cating fami-
Iy. This shark was 17 fect long.

From the moment you set your
feet on the solid deck, you know
there is something different about 3
wooden boat.

On Lake Michigan Lenn sailed on
Appledors 1V, which is the same size as
the Appledore here in Key West, but is
made of steel. In the fall of 1992, after
finishing the scason on the Great
Lakes, Lenn was offered the chance

It's a two-crew job to
secure the boat to a mooring buoy:
one person to direct the captain
and one to hook the line on the
mooring buoy. Once the boat is
sccure we hoist a diver flag and put
a ladder over the side.

If the passengers are nervous
we quite often go snorkeling with
them. Always there, by their side.
While people are snorkeling one of
the crew is on board preparing the

clicious lunch buffet. Let's cat!

snorkel gear is cleancd and stowed
away. We cast off the mooring
buoy and again set sail. This is a

time for our passengers to relax
